Returns 

After you have prepared your materials per the instructions in the the Training Brief and Audit Checklist, either return your materials to our office at Pearl Harbor or return them by mail no later than November 24th.  Remember that you do not return the non-auditable materials such as Charity Books, Keyperson’s Guides nor unused Lost Pledge Card Forms/250+ Forms.  
Bring your materials, your Audit Checklist, and completed Summary Sheet for Turn-in.  Also, return any unused gifts or bring a list of needed gifts.  If Agencies have not properly prepared the envelopes per the Training Brief, materials will be returned to the Project Officer.  Remember all payroll copies should be delivered to payroll and deposits made prior to returning your materials.

 For Agencies with 1-10 envelopes, allow 15-20 minutes to process your return.  For Agencies with 10-20 envelopes, allow 30 minutes.  Agencies with over 20 envelopes should email cni_h_cfc@navy.milfor an appointment.
